1. SANGER STREET BANNER ADVERTISING POLICY  

 

The draft policy has been advertised for 28 days for public comment.  On the closing of the 

advertising period one submission was received in respect to the proposed policy.  A copy of 

the submission is included w ith the agenda.  

 

Points put forward in the submission are acceptable and complements the policy that is 

being proposed and should be agreed to.  

 

RECOMMENDED that Council adopt the Sanger Street Banner Advertising Policy 

incorporating the changes in regard to commercial advertising to read ñThe promotion of an 

organisations material associated with a particular local event facility or activity in return for 

payment for services and goodsò instead of ñThe promotion of an organisations products, 

service/s or a ctivities in return for payment for services and goodsò. 

 

2.  YARRAWONGA MULWALA BRIDGE PLANNING STUDY  

 

VicRoads has commenced the planning stages for determining an option for a new bridge 

across Lake Mulwala at Yarrawonga/Mulwala.  

 

Two initial Steering Co mmittee meetings have been held as part of the planning study.  

 

These meetings have centred on an overview of the project, proposed planning 

process/timetable and planning study structure.  

 

Council has been represented at the Steering Committee meetings by  the Mayor, General 

Manager and Director Engineering Services.  

 

On collating the information discussed at the meetings it is proposed that VicRoads provide 

a presentation to Corowa and Moira Councils on the program for the bridge planning study.  

The prese ntation will be in Mulwala in the second week of May.  

 

For Councilôs information and confirmation of Councilôs Steering Committee representatives. 

 

3.  AUSTRALIAN LOCAL GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION CONFERENCE  

 

The 2010 Australian Local Government Association Conf erence will be held on 15 ï 17 June 

next.  The conference will be followed by the third meeting of the Australian Council of Local 

Government on 18 June.  

 

Council has been previously represented at the Australian Local Government Association 

Conference by the Mayor and General Manager and IT IS RECOMMENDED that Council again 

be represented at this yearôs conference. 
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IT IS ALSO RECOMMENDED that Council authorise the Mayor to attend the Australian 

Council of Local Government on Friday 18 June 2010.  

 

If Counc il agrees to these recommendations it may consider moving the June meeting a 

week later to the 22 June or 29 June as that monthôs meeting will clash with the conference.  

By moving the meeting back one week it may also assist in the adoption of the 2010/20 11 

Management Plan.

The financial summary providing details of the adjustments to income and expenditure to 

31 March 2010 accompanies the report along with the Major Capital Works progre ss report.  

 

The forecast deficit of $134,825.00 is an increase of $90,877.00 over the $43,948 deficit 

forecast at the 31 December 2009 and includes the $100,000.00 Council has brought 

forward from 2010/11 to assist completion of the Alfred Street reconstru ction works.  

 

On putting this advance funding of $100,000.00 aside and taking into account the 

adjustments to income and expenditure in the three month period since the last report 

there has been a small decrease of $9,123.00 in the forecasted deficit posi tion.  

 

In arriving at this position the following major income and expenditure adjustments not 

previously reported to Council have been as follows.  

 

Page 2:  (i)  On cost credits income has been increased by $7,500.  

Page 4:  (i)  Fruit fly expenditure is exp ected to be $30,000 an increase from $17,500 at 

the 31 December 2009.  This is an additional vote by Council.  

 

Page 6:  (i)  Legal expenses have been increased a further $30,000 to cover the Mulwala 

Development Court case.  

 (ii)  Street cleaning vote has bee n increased by $59,000 to cover the expected 

expenditure to 30 June.  This item is subject to a separate report by the 

Director Engineering Services.  

 

Page 7:  (i)  Drainage expenditure has been reduced by $25,000 to offset the street 

cleaning expenditure i ncrease.  
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 (ii)  Expenditure at the cemeteries has been increased by $8,000.  This 

expenditure has been offset by a similar increase in interment fees.  

 

Page 9:  (i)  Sewerage service operations treatment plant expenses expenditure has been 

increased by $84,0 00; effluent disposal expenses $20,000 and sewer main 

expenses $30,000 to cover expected expenditure to 30 June 2010.  These 

items are subject to a separate report from the Director Engineering Services.  

The increase in expenditure on these items has been  offset by the increase in 

income of $143,210 from access charges.  

 

Page 11:  (i)  Parks and Gardens expenditure has been increased $18,700.  The expenditure 

increases have been at Mulwala, Ball Park (including $6,000 for lights), 

Howlong and river areas.  

 

Page 12:  (i)  Fees and income relating to building control is expected to be $78,200 an 

increase of $5,000.  Sealed roads maintenance is expected to be $705,000 

against the original expenditure vote of $739,000.  

 

Page 13:  (i)  Footpaths M&R has been decrea sed $30,000 to offset the expected $20,000 

expenditure increase in tree maintenance.  

 

Page 14:  (i)  An additional $55,000 in Saleyards income expected will cover the increase of 

operating expenses of $20,000 and the new building cost of $35,000.  

 

Page 16:  (i)  With the better interest rates available an additional $60,000 is expected from 

interest and investments.  

 

Page 19:  (i)  Provision has been made for the Corowa lagoon and boat ramp restoration 

grant of $115,000 and the associated expenditure.  

 

Page 20 :  (i)  Provision has been made for the increased Aerodrome reseal costs of $55,000 

in accordance with Councilôs resolution.   

 (ii)  The increase expenditure of $215,619 on Freyers Lane has been covered by 

Roads to Recovery funding through the reallocation of the Corowa Bypass 

allocation of $132,352 and $83,266 from Councilôs 2010/2011 Roads to 

Recovery allocation.  This item is subject to a separate report from the 

Director Engineering Services.   

 (iii)  The Alfred Street allocation has been increased $100, 000 from the 2010/2011 

allocation to this project in accordance with Councilôs resolution.

1.  SISTER CITY -  MIKI CITY, JAPAN  

 

Council has received correspondence from Tetsuo Kurahashi, former Director Miki 

Inter national Association and Mayor Yoshihide Yabumoto of Miki City with respect to 

Councilôs Sister City activities. 

 

The correspondence related to three matters.  

 

1.  Tetsuo Kurahashi has announced his retirement from the position of Director of the 

Miki Internat ional Association.  He will be replaced in this role by Ms. Kyoko 

Kawagoe.  Mr Kurahashi has been involved in the Sister City arrangements since Miki 

City merged with Yokowa Town.  He has been the backbone of the exercise providing 

enthusiasm and drive and  most importantly exceptional translation skills.  

RECOMMENDED that an official letter of thanks be written to Mr Tetsuo Kurahashi on behalf 

of Council and all the community members who have participated in the exchanges.  

 

2.  Art Works  

A collection of 40 Artwo rks by students of Miki City have been compiled and 

forwarded to Council for viewing in the Schools and Galleries within the area.  The 

art works will be on display at the Council meeting for Councillors to view.  Council 

may wish to consider how these wor ks will be publicly displayed.  

 

3.  Miki City Peace Declaration without Nuclear Weapons.

2.  REGIONAL TOURISM BOARD FOR MURRAY REGION  

 

Council has agreed to a Statement of Intent with respect to joining the Regional Tourism 

Board for the Murray Region.  

 

A letter has been received advising that Councilôs financial contribution to the Board has 

been set at $10,660 p.a. for the next three years.  

 

Tourism NSW has requested that Council make provision for this contribution in the 

upcoming budget preparation.  
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The letter also states that once the new tourism bo ard is established all future government 

tourism funding from Tourism Victoria and NSW Tourism will be channelled through the 

Regional Tourism Board.   Last year we received $11,000 from NSW Tourism for the Festival 

of Dance.  Prior to this funding from Tou rism NSW has been very limited.  

 

Council will shortly receive a ñMemorandum of Understandingò   which will clearly outline 

the details of the partnership between Council and the State Government.  It will be the 

signing of this MOU which will formalise Cou ncilôs commitment to the Regional Tourism 

Board.  

 

I would expect that the MOU should be available for consideration prior to the next Council

1.  MATTERS REFERRED FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING  

 

a.  New tipping truck has been ordered.  The chosen body (from Nelmac, Yackandandah) 

has been changed as the supplier requested additional money due to his ñnon-inclusion 

of GSTò.  The body will be supplied by Weldmac, Albury at a saving of $4,000.  

b.  Corowa Rescue Club Inc. advised of Council resolution regarding leave for volunteers 

attending incidents.  

c.  Mr J Edwards has been advised of Council resolution to lease land in Howlong for a car 

park.

2.  WORKS IN PROGRESS  

 

(a)  Alfred Street Reconstruction -  Corowa  

Alfred Street now only requires sealing to complete the reconstruction works.  This 

should be done later this week.  

(b)  Cemetery Road Stormwater Drainage -  Corowa  

The earthworks a nd site works are now complete.  Approximately 20,000 cubic metres of 

material was removed from the drainage storage dam and placed for extensions to the 

Corowa Cemetery.  The precast concrete pump station and drainage pipes are on site 

and will be install ed in the next few weeks.  

(c)  Council Depot Workshop ï Corowa.  

Plans are now complete for the proposed extensions to the depot workshop in Corowa. 

Development application will be submitted this week and tenders will be called as soon as 

approval is granted.  

(d)  Pell Street Shoulder Widening ï Howlong  

Work is continuing on the shoulder widening in Pell Street between Hovell and Hume 

Street.  Sealing will complete the works within a few days.  

(e)  Meredith Street Drainage Improvements -  Howlong  

Work is now complete on th e drainage improvements undertaken in Meredith, Kennedy 

and Read Street.  Recent rain has proven that the long term drainage problem in the 

area has been resolved as a result of the works.  

(f)  Hawdon Court Construction -  Howlong  

Installation of the underground  drainage in Hawdon Court is now complete.  

(g)  Walking Path Construction -  Howlong  

Preliminary drainage installation and tree clearing has been done in Russell and Pearce 

Street.  Placement of the gravel pavement will be done after completion of the work in 

Pell Street.  

(h)  Melbourne and Bayly Street Roundabout -  Mulwala  

We have now completed the extensive documentation as required by the RTA to gain 

approval to commence works on the roundabout construction.  The third of May is the 
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current date that works will com mence. If all goes as planned, the works should be 

finished in about 8 weeks.

(j)  Gravel material was added to Whitehead Street shoulders and Old Barooga Road was 

resheeted.  Heavy patching was carried out in Honour Avenue n ear Walker Street on 

behalf of the RTA and areas of Short Street, prior to the final slurry seal.  

(k)  Mains Flushing Corowa ï Water mains are to be air scoured in Corowa during the week 

commencing Monday 19 th  April.  Affected areas are north of Redlands Road, south of 

Brocklesby Street and west of Dawe Street.  

(l)  Water Loss Management Program.  Work is continuing with the assessment of losses in 

the system as part of the State Government subsidised program.  It has been the cause 

of some dirty water in the system recently.  

(m)  Aerodrome User Group meeting to be held on Monday 19 April 2010.  

(n)  Bridge to Boat ramp riverbank revegetation (Nestleôs sponsored project) is progressing 

with a school planting day organised for Earth Day (22/04/10).  The main riverbank 

structural work, and planting of, will occur after the school planting works which will be 

done on a new native garden and reconstructed flood levee.  

(o)  Mulwala Apex Park Boat Ramp seats are to be constructed as part of the subsidised 

project later this month by Council  staff with assistance from the Mulwala Progress 

Association.  

(p)  Melbourne Road Mulwala street trees were protected with guards the day before Easter. 

Four guards were severely damaged over the weekend but the trees survived.  

(q)  Morris Park Corowa tennis courts have had the nets put up for casual use over the last 

month.  They will be taken down after the Anzac weekend and locked up for the winter. 

The tennis club is no longer operational and Council is now managing the site.  The 

adjacent playground has been mad e safe with slide removed and soft fall placed.  

 

For Councilôs information. 

 

3.  ALFRED STREET CONSTRUCTION  

 

Following the construction program for Alfred Street, a letter has been received from a 

resident again requesting removal of two Plane trees.  The r esident states, correctly, that 

Council had previously advised the two trees were to be removed but following a meeting 

with residents of Alfred Street it was decided that these trees were retained.  The 

complainant was not at the residents meeting as the family was away on holidays.  

 

A copy of the letter requesting removal of the trees is included with the agenda.  

 

For Councilôs consideration. 
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4.  MULWALA STATION ESTATE ï STREET LIGHTING  

 

Council has received a request for provision of street lighting in Yarrah Road and Coobah 

Road, Mulwala.  The letter requests consideration for the following reasons:  

 

 Flourishing population of kangaroosé..street lighting would make it safer for night 

driving.  

 Increase in traffic and drivers turning into dead -end road.  

 In creased safety for residents who walk later in the evenings.  

 

The letter also states there is minimal lighting in Wanani Road and lighting in the new 

subdivision off Coobah Road ï ie. Ghost Gum Court.  

 

Council has not previously provided street lighting in  rural areas with the exception of the 

smaller 5000m² small holdings ï lots that have closer settlement and are sewered.  These 

areas are typically Wanani Road, Ghost Gum Court, and the Viscount Estate off Tocumwal 

Road.  To commence a program of street li ghting in the Rural (1c) lands would be quite 

expensive both in initial capital cost and annual maintenance and operation charges.  

Installation costs can be as much as $2,000 per light depending on location of poles and 

need for new poles, plus annual ope ration costs.  

 

A copy of the letter of request is included with the agenda.

5.  SALEYARDS OPERATORS ASSOCIATION CONFERENCE  

 

The Saleyards Operators Association (SOA) Conference is in fact the NSW Conference, and 

will be held i n Wagga Wagga on 7 & 8 July 2010.  As this is the NSW Conference it would be 

wise for Council to be represented.  The matter of mob -based movements will be one of the 

important topics discussed and it is intended that Doug Carmichael be at the conference.  

 

IT IS RECOMMENDED the Council be represented by a Councillor and Mr Doug Carmichael at 

this conference.  

 

6.  ROADS CLOSURES ï LANDS DEPARTMENT  

 

As reported to the February meeting, the Crown Lands Office has presented Council with a 

long list of Crown Publ ic Roads that it would wish to close and sell to adjoining landholders.  

The list also included a number of Council Public Roads either for closure or for 

consideration for future closure.  

 

It is my understanding any roads that are closed, including Counci l Public Roads will see the 

revenue raised going into State Government coffers.  This is because of the process for road 

closures viz.  

 

 A Council Public Road is first made a Crown Public Road.  The Crown Public Road is 

then closed by the Crown and sold. F unds go to the Crown.  

 

In some cases the closure of the Council Public Road will have no impact on Council as it 

does not exist as a viable ñroadò.  However where a Council Public Road (an asset of 

Council) is fenced, or exists with a valuable stand of tre es, or has a possible use as a fire 

trail then I can see no value to Council in agreeing to its closure and sale with the Crown 

retaining the funds.  I have applied similar criteria when considering the Council response to 

the proposal to close a Crown Pub lic Road.  
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There are numerous roads to be considered in this report and can be delivered as a Power 

Point presentation to the meeting.  My estimate is that the presentation and Council 

considerations could take over an hour.  Council may prefer to nominate  a committee of 

Councillors to consider the applications with power to authorise closure/non -closure of 

roads.  These decisions would then be reported to Council at the May meeting.  Council has 

committed to the Lands Department that it will respond to the  closure requests following 

the April meeting.

7.  NOXIOUS WEEDS GRANT FUNDING 2010 -2015  

 

In January 2010 The NSW Department of Industry & Investment advised Councils, County 

Councils and LHP Authorities of changes to the Noxi ous Weed grant funding application 

criteria to commence on the 1 st  July 2010.  

 

Under the new criteria one submission will be sent to the Department of Industry & 

Investment from the Riverina by the Riverina Noxious Weeds Project Officer (RNWPO) on 

behalf o f all member Councils, County Councils and LHPA and of the ERNWAG and WRNWAG 

who wish to be involved in the submission.  

 

The guidelines for the submission are primarily based on the NSW Invasive Species Plan 

2008 -2015 and the Regional Weed Strategy Murray and Murrumbidgee Catchment.  

 

Within the Regional submission each participating Council, County Council and LHPA are 

required to complete an activities statement for each year of the five year project, which 

included detailed activities that they propose to  carry out within their areas with yearly 

targets to be completed.  Some of the activities that are proposed in Councilôs noxious weed 

program include inspection of high risk properties which adjoin the main traffic corridors and 

waterways, nurseries, sale yards and soil/sand distribution locations, inspection of high risk 

roadsides and a targeted program for Category B weeds on roadsides as defined in the 

Regional Weeds Strategy Murray Catchment, as well as coordinating field days, awareness 

programs and we ed mapping.  These activities meet the guidelines for grant funding.  

 

The cost of control of Category C and D Weeds on roadsides and inspection of properties for 

these weeds do not meet the guidelines and therefore will be required to be met by Council.  

 

The amount of funding which Council can receive from the Department of Industry & 

Investment is based on our 2008/2009 Noxious Weed grant applications amounts to 

$44,850 plus CPI per year for the five year project ending in 2015.  

 

Councilôs 2009/2010 noxious weed budget is $114,000 of which Council contributes 

approximately $89,000 and grant funding of approximately $25,000.  

 

In simple terms this means any grant funds will be directed towards inspections, and almost 

all control costs are to be met by Counci l.  Council by legislation is the control authority for 

noxious weeds and as such is required to carry out property inspections and to control 

weeds on its own lands.  

 

The outcome of this administrative change will require Council to spend more time on its  

inspection and reporting functions ï this will be a full time position for the incumbent weeds 

officer.  A weeds spray operator will be required, with a vehicle, for control purposes based 

on roughly a half year control activity.  The additional cost to C ouncil should it accept the 

full grant will be in the vicinity of $35,000 pa plus capital cost of a new vehicle of about 

$35,000.  Staffing would be arranged by using existing skilled Council staff whose normal 

duties would be substituted where necessary b y hiring casual staff.  
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I have asked Ian Singleton to address Council and explain in more detail the new 

arrangements and its ramifications.

8.  NOXIOUS WEEDS PROJECT OFFICEER  

 

Councilôs activity statement which is included in the Regional Funding Submission requires a 

contribution from Council towards the employment of the Regional Noxious Weeds Officer 

for the next five years.  Councilôs contribution to the employment is estimated at $2,100 pa 

(plus CPI) for 5 years.  This cont ribution is not covered by the grant but is considered 

essential as the officer plays a vital co -ordination role for both ERNWAG and WRNWG and is 

the one to collate and submit the Regional Submission on behalf of all member Councils.  

 

IT IS RECOMMENDED tha t Council continues to fund the Noxious Weeds Project Officer role.  

 

9.  HOWLONG IMPROVEMENTS  

 

A number of the proposed improvement works for Howlong have now been designed and 

estimates of costs prepared.  In many cases the preliminary estimates were inade quate 

especially where underground drainage was found to be essential.  Further design and 

estimating will continue until sound estimates are available for all works.  

 

The following is a list of the works and estimates with explanations as required.  

 

 JUDE STREET DRAINAGE TO RIVER  

Total estimated cost         $29,436  

Council budget       $25,000  

 

 HUME STREET RECONSTRUCTION  

Total estimated cost         $133,375  

Council budget       $55,000  

Drainage cost alone is $42,000.  K&G, road and accesses  

amount to $71,00 0.  This work would fully construct Hume  

Street between Hawkins St and Pell St.  It is proposed to  

install drainage with the funds available and defer further  

work until additional funds are available.  

 

 HAWKINS STREET, HIGH ST TO LARMER ST  

Total estimated  cost         $270,380  

Council budget (assumed K&G only)    $50,000  

The drainage construction for this section of road  

is estimated at $129,000 as it is necessary to  

construct piped drains from mid -way between  

Larmer and High Street to Hume Street, includ ing  

an under -bore of the State Highway.  

The original K&G estimate including road works was  

very close to what is needed for this component.  

No work will commence on this project until  

additional funds are available.  

 

 PEARCE STREET, CLARKE ST W. TO VICTORI A ST 

Total estimated cost         $94,842  

Council budget (for light urban seal)     $56,130  

The estimate includes K&G at a cost of $32,500,  
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hence the estimate up to final surface level is  

exceeded by $6,200 incl. contingencies.  

It is proposed to do this job  and attempt to stay  

within budget.  

 

 HAWDON COURT  

Total estimated cost  (full construction)      $94,886  

Council budget (for light urban seal)     $34,950  

This street needed underground drainage which has  

now been installed.  The estimated cost of the drain age  

alone is $28,460.  To complete the street to light urban  

seal standard will require an additional $32,500.  

For Councilôs information. 

 

10.  SALEYARDS 

 

Tenders have been called for the construction of the Saleyards Wastewater Treatment 

System.  Five ten ders were received.  Tenders were competitive and all were within 15% of 

the average tender price.  GHD has undertaken a tender assessment on behalf of Council 

and evaluated the tenders in accordance with specific evaluation criteria comprising certified 

m anagement systems, financial resources, experience and technical skills, price, tender 

compliance and time performance.  The recommended tenderer is Lotic Pty Ltd.  

  

The project has a budgeted cost of $1,500,000 spread over this year and next year.  

 

IT IS  RECOMMENDED that the contract be awarded to Lotic Pty Ltd and that the land 

purchase of 6.5 ha from Wilson be executed.  

 

11.  MULWALA SEWERAGE TREATMENT WORKS PIPELINE  

 

Quotes have been called to construct the effluent and stormwater pipelines from the 

Sew erage Treatment Works to Wanani Road.  It is a dual pipeline to be constructed in the 

open channel that currently exists.  The pipes are on site and were supplied as part of the 

STW contract which is now completed.  These pipelines cross the land belonging  to Moore 

and is the land which now has a licence to construct applied to it as a condition of the Court 

settlement with Moore.  The licence is valid for 9 months from the time of declaration.   

  

Only one acceptable quote was received, that from Judd & So ns for the amount of $134,979 

+ GST.  

  

The quote does not include the pipeline downstream of Wanani Road.  The downstream 

pipeline includes pipe supply but is in a different category of construction as it does not 

have to be constructed in the open channe l which is permanently inundated from STW 

effluent.  In this section the effluent flows in an existing pipe.  

  

An additional item of a concrete inlet headwall is to be included.  The headwall has to be 

redesigned before it can be quoted.  The cost for this  is estimated at $15,000.  

  

IT IS RECOMMENDED that the quotation from Judd & Sons to construct the dual pipeline for 

the amount of $134,979 be accepted.  

  

12.  AERODROME 

 

Problems have been experienced at the Aerodrome with the short runway resealing works 

undertaken in March.  Unfortunately the sealing contractor arrived and commenced work 
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the day after Corowa received the 100mm of rain.  During the work the pavement failed in 

one area due to water having got into the pavement.  The runway was closed while repairs 

were undertaken.  The contractor pulled out waiting for further advice from us.  Repairs 

were undertaken but further soft pavement became evident making the runway unsafe.  At 

this stage the runway is closed and may remain closed until either the p avement dries out 

and hardens up or until we complete the seal which may not be until next summer.  

 

The drag racing event over the Anzac weekend is being organised and will be run by Les 

Adams from Autofest.  Details are still to be finalised.    

 

Walpole  Surveying have been employed to undertake subdivision design for the Stage 1 

commercial area for the amount of $21,320.00 + GST.  Budget for the work is $20,000.

2.  DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION 2009/265 ï 2 LOT SUBDIVISION  

 MODIFICATION OF CONSENT  

 

An application for Modification of Consent under Section 96 of the Environmental Planning 

and Assessment Act 1979 (EP&A Act) has been lodged by WM a nd VA Wilson.  

 

The modification sought relates to condition 6 of the development consent.  This states:  

 

Condition 6:  An area of not less than 7% of the total development is to be provided for 

open -space and recreation.  This area is to be dedicated as pub lic land.  The area is to be 

located adjacent to the Murray River for a depth of approximately 20 metres.  An access 
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right -of -way is to be created over both allotments to provide access to the open -space from 

Federation Avenue.  

 

At its 16 February 2010 mon thly meeting Council amended the area to which the 

Development Control Plan (Open -space on River frontage land) was to be applied.  

 

The site subject to DA 2009/265, 74 -76 Federation Avenue, Corowa is no longer within the 

proposed DCP area i.e. between Bank sia Drive and Lone Pine Avenue.   

 

Under Section 96 of the EP&A Act a consent authority may modify consent if:  

 

 It is satisfied that the development to which the consent as modified relates is 

substantially the same development as the development for which  consent was 

originally granted and before that consent as originally granted was modified;  

 The application was notified in accordance with the regulations or a development 

control plan; and  

 It has considered the submissions received concerning the propose d modification.  

 

The modifications if granted will still result in the development being substantially the same 

as the original consent.  The modifications relate to the provision of public open -space.  The 

majority of the lands could be considered as open -space due to the presence of the 1% 

floodplain and building restrictions that are applicable to such land.  

 

The proposed modification was advertised in accordance with Councilôs policy. 

 

No submissions or comments were received in relation to the proposed  modification.  

 

RECOMMENDED that Council resolve to modify Development Consent 2009/265 by deleting 

condition 6 of the consent.  

 

3.  FLUORIDATION OF TOWN WATER SUPPLIES  

 

At its 15 September 2009 monthly meeting Council resolved that the matter of water 

fluo ridation of the Shire town water supplies be referred to the Director General for Health 

for a professional recommendation on the issue of fluoridation.  

 

Dr C Wright of the Centre for Oral Health Strategy has written to Council advising that its 

request ha d been referred to the Fluoridation of Public Waters Advisory Committee 

(FPWSAC) for discussion and consideration.  

 

The FPWSAC has now met and after due consideration have recommended that fluoridation 

should be introduced into the water supplies of Corowa  Shire.  

 

Should Council support this recommendation, the next step is for Council to submit concept 

drawings and formal application for funding.  

 

Council will recall that under this program NSW Health will provide 100% subsidy for the 

installation of the e quipment in line and provide design advice from NSW Office of Water.  

 

For Councilôs confirmation. 

 

4.  RIGHT TURN LANE ï CORNER BAYLY AND LUCAN STREETS, MULWALA  

 

When the Commonwealth and NSW Planning Authorities granted development consent for 

the upgradin g of the facilities at the then ADI site a condition of the consent required the 

preparation of a Traffic Management Study.  
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The original Traffic Management Study when produced (9 April 2008) incorporated a right 

turn lane at the intersection of Bayly and Lucan Streets.  During the approval process this 

was the only aspect raised by Council in relation to the development (i.e. external to the 

site) to ensure the safety of persons entering the site and the Mulwala community in 

general.  Council was of the op inion that as the Munitions factory was to be upgraded to a 

2009 standard then it followed that the road access to the factory should be upgraded from 

a 1940ôs standard to a present day standard. 

 

Then in August 2008 the contractor for the redevelopment Bo vis Lend Lease prepared an 

amended Traffic Management Study which deleted the right turn lane.  

 

After Council became aware of this situation discussions commenced with Department of 

Planning, Defence and Bovis Lend Lease to have the right turn lane reinsta ted as part of the 

project.  

 

Since April 2009 the discussions between the parties became much more detailed and at 

times quite aggressive over the need for the right turn lane.   

 

In December 2009 Council forwarded to Department of Defence documentation re lating to 

project time frame and justification for the right turn lane.  Council also proposed that it 

would carry out the upgrade of the intersection and provision of the right turn lane for a 

cost of $84,084 if funds were to be made available.  

 

On the 26  February 2010 GHD on behalf of Defence and Bovis Lend Lease agreed to the 

Council carrying out the works subject to sign off by the Department of Planning.  The 

Department of Planning signed off on 9 March 2010.  

 

Both Department of Defence and Bovis Lend Lease have now provided order numbers for 

50% of the project costs (April 2010).  

 

Work is now able to commence once scheduled by the Engineering Department.     

 

For Councilôs information. 

 

5.  BUILDING LINE POLICY  

 

At its meeting held on 16 June 2009 Counc il adopted its Building Line Policy which specified 

front, side and rear building setbacks with minor local variations in accordance with the 

NSW Housing Code.  

 

During the past few months circumstances have arisen whereby the NSW Housing Code 

requirements have appeared to be too onerous in comparison to the Building Code of 

Australia.  

 

For example, the NSW Housing Code requires a minimum side setback 2.5m minimum 

setback on large allotments compared to a 500mm setback specified in the Building Code of 

Austr alia relating to attached open carports meeting certain design criteria.  

 

In addition the NSW Building Code specifies maximum floor areas of dwellings, ranging from 

330m 2 for smaller blocks to 430m 2 for allotments of 1500m 2 or greater.  It is felt that a 

m ore prudent approach would be to maintain a 50% maximum built upon area of any 

allotment and dispense with the maximum house size limitation.  

 

These minor variations would enable building designers to have more flexibility and diversity 

in optimising the p otential of building sites.  
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RECOMMENDED that :  

 

(1)  Councilôs Building Line Policy be amended to include the following local minor 

variations:  

 

(a)  In relation to open carports, pergolas and similar structures, exemptions 

permitted in Clause 3.7.1.6.(d) of the Bu ilding Code of Australia will prevail over 

the requirements of the NSW Housing Code;  

 

(b)  In lieu of the maximum floor area of buildings restrictions specified in the NSW 

Housing Code for allotments of 900m 2 and greater a maximum built upon area of 

50% apply.  

 

(2)  That the abovementioned minor local variations be advertised in accordance with the 

Councilôs policy and a further report be presented in due course. 

 

6.  ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED UPGRADE OF COROWA  SALEYARDS EFFLUENT DISPOSAL  

INTRODUCTION  

 

Council is proposi ng to upgrade the wastewater treatment system at the Corowa Saleyards.  

These works have been initiated in response to the current discharge of effluent from 

saleyards site not meeting EPA licensing requirements.  

The activity does not require development c onsent under Part 4 of the Environmental 

Planning and Assessment Act 1979  (ñthe EP&A Actò) courtesy of the State Environmental 

Planning Policy (Infrastructure) 2007 .  However Council is obliged to consider the activity 

under Part 5 of the EP&A Act that dea ls with ódevelopment without consentô. 

The process under Part 5 is for this is the preparation of a Review of Environmental Factors 

(REF) and this has been undertaken in some detail by consultants GHD on behalf of Council.  

The purpose of the REF is to det ermine whether the environmental impacts of the activity 

are such that a more extensive Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) is necessary.  

This report represents an independent assessment of the REF under the EP&A Act by town 

planning consultants Habitat P lanning on behalf of Council.  The assessment is being 

reported to Council to ensure transparency in the approval process.  

DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITY  

The activity is for an effluent re -use irrigation scheme (see attached plan Schedule No. 1) 

involving the fol lowing components:  

 Upgrade of the saleyards sedimentation pit.  

 Mechanically aerated treatment lagoon and irrigation storage pond located west of 

the saleyards site.  

 Establishment of an irrigation scheme, incorporating a centre pivot irrigator, on rural 

lan d to the north of the storage pond.  

 Pipelines for transferring the effluent from the saleyards site to the proposed storage 

ponds and the treated effluent from the storage ponds to the centre pivot irrigator.  

CONSULTATION  

In preparing the REF, GHD consulte d with Department of Environment, Climate Change & 

Water (DECCW) who advised:  

 No objection to the activity and methods detailed in the December 2008 Draft 

Functional Design Report.  
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 Notes that some adverse effects regarding odour and noise may be realised a t 

residents immediately surrounding the facility.  

 Notes that Amendments may be required to Councilôs Environment Protection 

License to reflect the newly proposed works and activities.  

The owner of the land upon which the treated effluent is proposed to be irrigated has been 

consulted and a legal agreement with Council will be required to set out the obligations of 

both parties to the activity.  

The activity was also notified to four adjoining landowners and publically exhibited for four 

weeks following which  no submissions were received.  

ASSESSMENT  

Review of Environmental Factors  

Section 111 of the Act says:  

(1)  For the purpose of attaining the objects of this Act relating to the protection and 

enhancement of the environment, a determining authority in its consid eration of 

an activity shall, notwithstanding any other provisions of this Act or the 

provisions of any other Act or of any instrument made under this or any other 

Act, examine and take into account to the fullest extent possible all matters 

affecting or l ikely to affect the environment by reason of that activity.  

This process is known as a Review of Environmental Factors (REF).  

Clause 228(2) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2000  sets out 

what an REF should address:  

(a)  any environmental impact on a community,  

(b)  any transformation of a locality,  

(c)  any environmental impact on the ecosystems of the locality,  

(d)  any reduction of the aesthetic, recreational, scientific or other environmental 

quality or value of a locality,  

(e)  any effect on a localit y, place or building having aesthetic, anthropological, 

archaeological, architectural, cultural, historical, scientific or social significance or 

other special value for present or future generations,  

(f)  any impact on the habitat of protected fauna (within t he meaning of the National 

Parks and Wildlife Act 1974 ),  

(g)  any endangering of any species of animal, plant or other form of life, whether 

living on land, in water or in the air,  

(h)  any long - term effects on the environment,  

(i)  any degradation of the quality of the environment,  

(j)  any risk to the safety of the environment,  

(k)  any reduction in the range of beneficial uses of the environment,  

(l)  any pollution of the environment,  

(m)  any environmental problems associated with the disposal of waste,  

(n)  any increased demands on resources (natural or otherwise) that are, or are likely 

to become, in short supply,  

(o)  any cumulative environmental effect with other existing or likely future activities.  

In preparing the REF, GHD undertook specialist studies or investigations into:  
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 Land capability assessment  

 Hyrdogeological assessment  

 Odour assessment  

 Noise assessment  

 Flora and fauna assessment  

 Aboriginal cultural heritage assessment  

GHD had also been responsible for two earlier documents in:  

 Corowa Saleyards Wastewater Treatment and Disp osal Concept Design (Sept 2007)  

 Corowa Saleyards Wastewater Treatment and Re -use -  Functional Design Report 

(Dec 2008)  

State Environmental Planning Policy (Infrastructure) 2007  

Division 18 of the State Environmental Planning Policy (Infrastructure) 2007  re lates to 

ñsewerage systemsò.  Within this Division a: 

"water recycling facility" means a facility for the treatment of sewage effluent, 

stormwater or waste water for use as an alternative supply to mains water, 

groundwater or river water (including sewer m ining works), whether the facility 

stands alone or is associated with other development, and includes associated:  

(a)  retention structures, and  

(b)  treatment works, and  

(c)  irrigation schemes.  

Clause 106(2) of the SEPP says:  

(2)  Development for the purpose of water re cycling facilities may be carried out:  

(a)  by or on behalf of a public authority or any person licensed under the 

Water Industry Competition Act 2006 without consent on land in a 

prescribed zone, and  

(b)  by any other person with consent on land in a prescribed z one or on any 

land where the development is ancillary to an existing land use.  

For the purposes of this Division a:  

"prescribed zone" means any of the following land use zones or a land use zone that 

is equivalent to any of those zones:  

(a) RU1 Primary P roduction,  

(b) RU2 Rural Landscape,  

(c) RU4 Rural Small Holdings,  

(d) IN1 General Industrial,  

(e) IN3 Heavy Industrial,  

(f) SP1 Special Activities,  

(g) SP2 Infrastructure.  

As the saleyards and proposed storage and irrigation areas are wholly within t he 1(a) 

General Rural zone of the Corowa Local Environmental Plan 1989  (equivalent of RU1), 

development consent is not required for the activity.  

GHD concluded in the REF that the activity would have the following beneficial impacts:  
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 Provide a long term su stainable and beneficial re -use of a valuable resource 

(effluent).  

 New storage ponds that may provide some habitat value for certain fauna species.  

 Potential contribution of the saleyards effluent to the nutrient loads in the Murray 

River and groundwater s ystems will be reduced and thereby improving overall water 

quality and meeting license requirements.  

It was also concluded that the following adverse impacts are associated with the activity:  

 Minor increase in odour for the surrounding area.  The odour imp act assessment 

undertaken has concluded that the activity will not increase odour levels enough for 

those increases to be perceived as an increase in odour intensity by the surrounding 

residents.  

 Minor increases in noise associated with the operation of a mechanical aerator within 

one of the two proposed effluent storage ponds.  The noise impact assessment 

undertaken has concluded that the predicted noise levels due to the proposed 

development are expected to comply with the relevant noise criteria at all o f the 

identified sensitive receivers, even based on the results obtained assuming worst 

case scenario model conditions.  

 Temporary short term impacts during the construction period principally associated 

with increased noise levels, dust levels and minor tr affic disruption.  

GHD conclude that the activity is unlikely to cause a significant environmental impact 

provided that the environmental safeguard protection measures identified in the REF are 

implemented.  Consequently GHD are of the view that it is not n ecessary to undertake an 

EIS for the activity.  

CONCLUSION  

Having reviewed the REF (including all supporting documentation) I am satisfied with the 

conclusions drawn by GHD in regards to the environmental impacts of the activity.  

Consequently the activity i s recommended to Council for approval subject to conditions.  

RECOMMENDATION  

THAT Council as the determining authority:  

1.  Accept there will not be a significant effect on the environment from the activity and 

therefore no environmental impact statement is req uired.  

2.  Approve the upgrade to the wastewater treatment system at the Corowa Saleyards in 

accordance with Part 5 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979  

subject to the following conditions.  

(a)  The activity is to be undertaken generally in accorda nce with the Review of 

Environmental Factors dated 18 December 2009 prepared by GHD.  

In the event of any inconsistency between the submitted assessment 

documentation and the conditions of approval, the conditions of approval prevail.  

(b)  All licences, permits and approvals must be obtained and maintained throughout 

the life of the activity, including any Environment Protection Licence. This approval 

does not imply that any other permission, approval or consent under other state or 

federal legislation has been g ranted. No condition of this approval removes the 

obligation to obtain, renew or comply with required licences, permits or approvals.  

(c)  All environmental safeguards nominated and commitments made in any 

documentation supporting this approved activity form pa rt of this approval and 

must be adhered to.  This includes commitments listed in Section 6 of the Review 

of Environmental Factors.  
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(d)  In the event Council receives a complaint relating to odour, an odour assessment 

of the site shall be undertaken.  In the eve nt odour levels are proven to be failing 

best practice standards then Council shall immediately investigate the source and 

take steps to reduce the impact to an acceptable level.  

(e)  The approval expires five (5) years from the date of this approval, if the ac tivity 

has not substantially commenced.

PROPERTY:   64 Pearce Street, Howlong  

APPLICANT:   Andrew Cody  

PROPOSAL:   Relocated Dwelling  

ZONING:   Township  

 

1.0  The Proposal:  It is proposed to relocate a dwelling from 82 Ham mer Street Howlong 

to 64 Pearce Street.  The dwelling is a single storey brick veneer with flat iron roof.  It 

contains 3 bedrooms, study, bathroom and laundry with a combined kitchen, 

dining/lounge room and a front and rear verandah.  The dwelling is 109m ² excluding 

the verandahs.  The brick veneer will be removed and the building will be reclad with 

colourbond corrugated iron.  A building and pest inspection have been carried out and 

the building is suitable for relocation.  

 

2.0  Statutory Controls:  The land is zoned Township pursuant to the Hume Shire Land 

Use Plan and the proposal is permissible with the consent of the Council.  

 

 The Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 requires that the consent 

authority give consideration to several matters as ar e relevant when determining a 

development application.  These include:  

 

(a)  the provision of:  

(i)  any environmental planning instrument, and  

(ii)  any draft environmental planning instrument that is or has been placed 

on public exhibition and details of which have been notified to the consent 

authority; and  

(iii)  any development control plan  

(iv)  any matters prescribed by the regulations, that apply to the land to which 

the development application relates.  

 

(b)  The likely impacts of the development, including environmental impacts on 

both the natural and built environments, and social and economic impacts in 

the locality.  

 

(c)  The suitability of the site for development.  

 

(d)  Any submissions made in accordance with the Act or regulations.  

 

(e)  The public interest.  

 

3.0  Consultation: The proposal was ad vertised in accordance with Councilôs policy.  One 

submission was received from the adjoining neighbour at 62 Pearce Street Howlong.  

A copy of the submission is attached for information (Schedule No. 2.) the issues 

raised in the submission are as follows:  

 

1.  Issue:   That the proposed dwelling is a relocated dwelling and they are 

surrounded by relocated dwellings.  
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Comment:  In the last couple of years relocated dwellings have been approved at No. 

56 and 58 Pearce Street ï these are the next 2 properties south  of No. 62.  The latest 

proposed dwelling will be on the other side to the north.  

 

The dwellings at 56 and 58 were advertised at the time and no objections were 

received.  They were approved with conditions and both buildings have now been 

completed.  

 

The nearby relocated dwellings are of different designs, have different street setbacks 

and fit into the streetscape in this residential area.  With the establishment of fences, 

and further landscaping it will be difficult to tell that they are relocated dwel lings.  

 

2.  Issue:   That we are trying to sell our house and this will devalue our property.  

 

Comment:   This may or may not be true however Councilôs obligation is to consider 

the proposed application and either approve it with conditions or refuse it.  

 

3.  Issue:  That we have other concerns with regard to 64 Pearce Street i.e.:  

 roof shed extended to fence line, etc.  

 

Comment:  A verandah was added between the existing shed at No. 64 and built up 

to the side boundary fence of No. 62 -  without approval.  This was d ealt with by a 

letter from Council and the subsequent lodgement of plans.  An approval was issued 

whereby the verandah is to be rebuilt with new footings and will be slightly narrower 

so that it will be 500mm from the side boundary.  This setback will comp ly with the 

Building Code of Australia.  This matter is not finalised.  

 

4.0  Environmental Assessment:  

 

The proposed dwelling will be 6 metres from the front boundary and 3.6 metres and 9 

metres from the side boundaries.  The relocated building will be cl ad in colourbond 

corrugated iron which will provide an updated and modern look to the home.  The 

completed relocated building will have minimal adverse impact on the local 

environment.  

 

Recommendation:  

 

IT IS RECOMMENDED that development consent be grante d subject to the following 

conditions:  

 

The development being carried out in accordance with drawing(s) date stamped <> <> , 

except where amended by the following conditions:  

  

1.  INSPECTIONS:  When the building has reached the following stages, 48 hours not ice 

is to be given to Council to enable an inspection to be carried out:  For inspections 

phone: 02 6033 8960.  

 

(a)  COMMENCEMENT:  At the commencement of building work.  (Note:  

This inspection can be carried out at the same time as the next required 

inspection)  and  

 

(b)  SLAB, FOOTINGS ETC:   Prior to pouring any in -site reinforced concrete building  

 element, pad footings, etc and  
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(c)  FRAME:   Prior to covering of the framework for any floor, wall, roof or other  

 building element; and  

 

(d)  STORMWATER:  Prior to covering any s tormwater drainage connections; and  

 

(e)  PLUMBING/SEWER:   Prior to covering any hot and cold water service pipes,  

 sanitary drainage and sanitary plumbing systems while under pressure test.  

 

(f)  FINAL:  After building work has been completed and prior to occupatio n or  

 use of the building.  

 

NOTE:  If any of the mandatory critical stage inspections are not done, Council will 

not be able to issue an Occupation Certificate.  

 

Reason:   To ensure compliance with the Environmental Planning and Assessment 

Regulation 2000, (Clause 162A, 163) associated legislation and Council requirements.  

 

Notice of Commencement :  Notice of commencement of building work and 

appointment of the Principal Certifying Authority shall be lodged with Council, in 

writing, at least two days prior to  commencement of construction. (See enclosed 

form).  

 

2.  HOURS OF WORK:  All construction works are restricted to the following times:  

Monday to Friday:  7 am to 6 pm.  Saturday, Sunday and Public Holidays: 8 am to 6 

pm.  Noise from the site on Saturdays, Sunda ys and Public Holidays shall not exceed 

5dB(A) above the background noise level when measured at the property boundary.  

 

3.  SITE SIGNS:   A sign must be erected on the site on which the building work is to be 

carried out in a prominent, visible position: -  

 

Sta ting that unauthorised entry to the site is not permitted; and  

Showing the name of the builder or another person responsible for the site and a 

telephone number at which the builder or other person can be contacted outside 

working hours.  

 

The sign must the n be removed when the building work has been completed.  

 

4.  ON - SITE TOILET FACILITIES are to be provided prior to the commencement of any 

works.  

 

5.  TERMITES:  A termite barrier system is required to be installed to deter concealed 

entry of termites into the bui lding.  The termite barrier system is required in 

accordance with Part 3.1.3 of the Building Code of Australia.  A durable notice must be 

fixed to the building in a prominent position indicating: (1) the method of termite 

management, (2) date of installati on of system, (3) life expectancy of barrier (if 

chemical barrier is used) and (4) scope and frequency of future inspections for termite 

activity. NOTE:  Termite barrier systems can be provided by various means including 

chemical or physical barriers or a combination of both.  Australian Standard 3660.1 

provides detailed information.  

 

6.  DEFECTIVE MATERIALS: Any defective, damaged or dilapidated building materials 

detected during the course of construction shall be replaced by new and sound 

components to a goo d and tradesmanlike standard.  
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7.  BUILDING COMPLETION:   All building work shall be completed with a period of 

twelve (12) months from the date on which the building is first located on the site.  

 

8.  STREET NUMBER:   Prior to occupation of the dwelling the street number allocated to 

the premises shall be displayed so that it is clearly visible from the road adjacent to 

the front of the allotment.  

  

9.  SUBFLOOR VENTILATION:   Subfloor ventilation is to be provided at the rate of 

4,000 mm² per lineal metre of external wa ll (BCA 3.4.1).  

 

10.  SUBFLOOR ENCLOSURE:   The front (west) subfloor of the dwelling is to be enclosed 

with brick, timber or other architectural treatment.  Reason:  To improve the 

appearance of the building when viewed from the street.  

 

11.  SMOKE ALARMS:   Provide smoke alarms in accordance with Part 3.7 of the Building 

Code of Australia.  The alarms are to be located on or near the ceiling between each 

area containing bedroom and the remainder of the dwelling.  The alarms must be 

connected to the mains power and ha ve a battery backup.  The existing dwelling is to 

be upgraded to meet this requirement.  

 

12.  PLUMBING:   Plumbing and drainage installation and alteration shall be carried out in 

accordance with the provision of the NSW Code of Practice for Plumbing and Drainag e 

which adopts the National Plumbing and Drainage Code AS3500, with NSW variations.  

 

13.  SANITARY PLUMBING AND DRAINAGE:   All sanitary plumbing and drainage work 

shall only be carried out by a licensed plumber and drainer and no work is to be 

covered over or c oncealed from view until it has been inspected and approved by the 

Approval Authority.  

 

14.  STORMWATER:   All stormwater from roofs must be carried to the street gutter by 

means of pipes of a type approved by the Council.  

 

15.  BALUSTRADES:   All balconies/decks 1 me tre or more above ground level must be 

provided with an approved balustrades.  Balustrades to be 1 metre above floor level 

for balconies and 865 mm above floor level for stairs.  No part of the balustrade shall 

allow a 125 mm diameter sphere to pass throug h (BCA 3.9.2).  

 

16.  SUBFLOOR SPACE:   A minimum 400 mm clear space is required between the 

underside of the bearer and ground level to enable access to inspect termite barriers. 

On sloping sites 400mm clearance may be reduced to 150mm within 2m of external 

wall s.  See Part 3.4.1 of Building Code of Australia.  

 

17.  SEWER MAIN:   Footings on the northern side of the house are to be deepened so 

that they are located below the zone of the influence of the sewer main (i.e. 30 º  slope 

ï sand).  

 

18.  FRONT VERANDAH:   That the fro nt verandah be reconstructed (in concrete or other 

suitable material).  Reason:  To ensure the appearance of the existing building is 

retained, to provide safe access to the front door and to improve the appearance of 

the building from the street.  

 

19.  FRONT F ENCE:  The existing 1.8m high front security fence is to be reduced in height 

to comply with Councilôs fencing requirements.  If a solid fence is to be retained, the 

maximum permitted height is 900mm.  Alternatively a 1.2m high open style fence is 

permitte d.  All gates are to swing into the property (or slide).  See NSW SEPP Exempt 

& Complying Codes.  
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20.  LANDSCAPING:   Landscaping is to be established on the west side of the building to 

enhance the appearance of the building from the street.  

 

21.  BOND:   The $10,000  bond or part thereof is to be surrendered to Council, should 

there be any non -compliance with any condition of consent.  

 

22.  BUSHFIRE CONDITIONS:   The development is located in a low bushfire risk area 

and as a result may be subject to low ember attack under bushfire conditions.  

 

Required:  The following work must be carried out and maintained to reduce the risk 

of bushfire damage:  

 

(a)   Provide hose taps at the front and rear elevations of the buildings with a  

minimum of 20 metre garden hoses.  

(b)   Opening s:  Seal all openings in wall or roof of the building to prevent  

 the entry of wind blown embers.  

(c)  Eaves/barges are to be effectively sealed so as to prevent the entry of  

 wind blown embers in the roof space.  

(d)  Metal gauze screens are to be fitted to windows and doors to prevent  

 the entry of wind blown embers into the dwelling.
